Marines begin Operation 

Starlite against Viet Cong in 

the Van Tuong peninsula, the 

largest American military 

operation of the war to date.  
 

Sept. 1, 1966  -  In a speech 

in Phnom Penh, President de 

Gaulle of France denounces 

U.S. policy and urges the U.S. 

government to pull its troops 

out of South East Asia. 

 

Sept. 4, 1967  --  Secretary of 

Defense Robert McNamara 

announces that a barrier, the 

McNamara Line, is to be built 

to block communist 

infiltration of the eastern 

DMZ. It will include fencing 

and ground sensors. 

 

Sept. 27, 1967  -  The 

Americal Division (23rd Inf. 

Div.) formed in Vietnam for 

operations in I Corps. Division 

includes previously separate 

196 th Light Inf. Brigade and 

soon to arrive 11th and 198th 

Infantry Brigades. 

 

 

Sept. 3, 1969  -  Ho Chi Minh 

dies at the age of 79 in 

Hanoi. 

 

Sept. 20, 1971  -  18 th and 

20 th Engineer Brigades 

withdraws from Vietnam. 

 

Sept. 16, 1972  -  After weeks 

of intense fighting, ARVN 

forces recapture Quang Tri 

city effectively ending North 

Vietnam's Easter Offensive .
